Popham creeps often into the pages 
of modern literature. Wallace Nut­
ting in his volume “Maine Beautiful” 
says; “As this work is a book of pic­
tures it cannot enter at Isngth into 
the romance of the Ksnnebec, but very 
early settlements at Popham and other 
points near the mouth of the river 
make this stream historically one of 
the most important regions in Maine. 
I t shares with Pemaquid, Castine and 
Klttery the highest antiquity In oiu- 
national history.” Earlier in the same 
book of his “States Beautiful Serle§^’ 
he Includes a posm of six verses writ­
ten by Mildred Hobbs, which is enti­
tled' “Kennebec Birches” and sitarts 
with a reference to “the dusk of Pop- 
ham's groves, the river bearing a sea- 
worn craft, through curving channels 
banked with fern and birch-^ooled 
shelters of her coves.”
