Earlier in the 
week it looked as if peas would go 
lower before today but they have 
held at $1 a bushel and will probably 
remain so for a few days yet. Green 
beans bring the same price. 

What few eggs do come in bring 
28 cents a dozen readily enough and 
some M..our _f.arm.ers...are shipping to 

J^ostbn1Sven~wfth~tfi 
ing here. 

Butter can be 3 bought in almost 
any quantity at 22 cents a pound. 

New potatoes are bringing $1 
bushel and are more plenty than they 
have been but.are good sellers. 

Cucumbers are worth $3 a hun 
dred but will not hold up to that fig­
ure many days more. 

Beets are worth 3 cents a bunch 
while turnips bring two cents. 

Cabbage is worth 2 cents a pound 
and a fair amount of it has been of 
fered this week. 

Blueberries have been fairly plen 
ty until yesterday when there was a 
falling off in the supply. The deal­
ers pay 8 cents a quart for them. 

Lamb brings 14 c e n t r a pound; 
veal is worth 8 and 9 cents while 
chicken brings 18 cents and fowl 
16 cents.
