WOOLWICH COMMinEE 
DOES GOOD WORK IN 

BUILDINC SCHOOL
Installation Of Six*Inch Water 

Main Reduces Coats To 
Taxpayers

Editor, Bath Independent:—
Under your “Just Jotted 

Down” column there are always 
many items of interest and one 
in particular under this heading 
appeared in the Sept. 6 issue in 
regard to the new Woolwich 
school. In order that there will 
be no further misunderstanding 
on this m atter I would like the 
opportunity to submit the facts.

When the new school plan was 
presented at the last annual town 
meeting and accepted, it was the 
plan of those members of the 
Woolwich PTA who had spon­
sored the new school plan to fur­
nish the water supply from an 
artesian well and the funds 
($40,000) requested were ade­
quate to cover this feature. Aft­
er the people had voted to build 
the school and borrow this 
amount it also elected a building 
committee. The committee in 
making a survey of the insur­
ance rates learned that with a 
six inch water main and a hy­
drant at the school, the rate 
could be reduced from $1.30 per 
hundred dollars to 83 cents per 
hundred dollars. The committee 
also learned that if the building 
had an automatic sprinkler sys­
tem installed that the rate would 
be reduced from $1.30 per hun­
dred dollars of insurance to 30 
cents per hundred dollars and in 
order to be able to install a 
sprinkler system the fire under­
writers required that a six inch 
water main supply must be avail­
able. By a simple process of de­
duction it can readily be seen 
that the eventual insurance rate 
can be $120 per year instead of 
$520 annually. It was with this 
plan in mind that the building 
committee, the selectmen and the 
school board went before the 
budget committee with their 
proposal and it was unanimously 
endorsed by that committee of 21 
citizens representing the four 
sections of the town. The select­
men then called a special town 
meeting and presented the pro­
posal to this meeting. It was ac­
cepted unanimously and only 47 
legal voters out of a registration 
of over 700 voters attended. The 
six inch water main not only of­
fers the above stated financial 
savings to the taxpayers if Wool­
wich but it also affords home 
owners in the vicinity of the 
school fire protection and re ­
duced insurance rates. It can 
readiljj be seen that the savings 
in insurance premiums over 
ten year period will pay for the 
installation of the w ater main. 
The purpose of this letter is to 
correct any false impressions as 
to the cost of the school. I am 
pleased to say that Messrs. 
Dodge, McElman and Strout, our 
selectmen, by good planning re­
duced our tax rate this year by 
eight mills and we built the 
school and have not borrowed to 
the full extent of our borrowing 
capacity. Tell me of any other 
town in Maine that you know of 
that has a better record. It may 
be of interest to the proponents 
of the Bath School District Bill 
to know that this new school will 
be paid for in four years out of 
our excise tax money.

The building committee by 
long range planning did this with 
the $40,000. It has built a four 
room school with a teachers’ of­
fice that can also be used for a 
clinic room, with sanitary facili­
ties, sewage, lighting, and heat­
ing equipment for an eight room 
school and we did not tell the 
people that we w'ould do that 
with the money that they voted. 
The committee also purchased 18 
acres of land on a tarred road so 
that at any time the people de­
cide that they want an athletic 
field, or an additional four rooms 
and perhaps some day a gym­
nasium for use as a place for 
town meetings and public gath­
erings the planning that has 
been done will take care of all 
requirements of the Woolwich 
school system for many years to 
come. Those of us who spon­
sored the new school program 
from the beginning and I mean 
the members of the Woolwich 
F*TA as well as our friends who 
do not belong to that organiza­
tion feel that the long range 
planning that has been done will 
offer the children of Woolwich 
many advantages in the years to 
come that they and their fathers 
and mothers never expected that 
they would have.

SERGEANT'S STORY 
OF BATAAN AND 

HGHTING YANKS
b a t t l e s  On  L u z o n  
And Korea W ere 

Muck Alike
By Van Zandt Wheeler

Some explanation of the 
verses tha t presently follow, 
seem to me to be in order. I 
wrote them along back in la t­
ter January, o r early February, 
1942, when General M acArthur 
and his men, hopelessly out­
numbered, were fighting their 
desperate, losing battle on Lu­
zon against the invading Japs.

It is not a pretty story. As 
told by the sergeant, it is not in 
the mamma’s darling soldier boy 
tradition. Buck Uogan, like it 
or not, typifies the G.I. of reali­
ty, a hard-boiled, fighting Yank 
who is, above all, a square- 
shooter and a man, every inch 
of him. The drama of his death 
and the pathos and irony of his 
last gasping words, “Will they 
let M acArthur down?” have 
double significance today when, 
less than a decade later, history 

repeating itself, and once 
again M acArthur commands a 
skeleton force desperately be­
set in the jungles of another 
tropical island.

W hat happened to Buck Lo­
gan is now happening to real 
G.I.’s. Hundreds of them have 
already died as he died. Thous­
ands more, it appears certain, 
will be called to give up their 
young lives as the price we must 
aay for the policy our statesmen 
lave persued in the Far East, a 
policy of stupidity monumental 
and unexplained in history.

The aggression in Korea that 
touched off the present conflict 
was not a cause, but an effect— 
the result of a long series of 
causes, not merely of a Munich, 
but of many Munichs, of sell­
outs and appeasements to Mos­
cow. From Yalta to our dec­
larations with respect to For­
mosa, we have invited aggres­
sion.

The mobilization and concen­
trations of men and arm or in 
North Korea before the attack 
was known to our government. 
Military intelligence had duly 
reported what was being pre­
pared; but our p>olitical intel­
ligence paid no heed.

The full tru th  of all this will 
come out in due time regard­
less of the efforts of white­
washing committees in Wash­
ington to preserve sundry care­
fully built up and magnified po­
litical reputations. From the 
standpoint of the pebple, all the 
reputations in Washington com­
bined, are not worth one single 
drop of American blood, if that 
drop be needlessly wasted.

As this Korean business 
deepens and spreads, as it prob­
ably will, and our casualties 
mount and parents receive those 
grim telegrams, one result may 
be counted upon w ith certainty 

there will be a demand, 
amounting to a command from 
the people that our government 
purge from its offices those ele­
ments whose complete loyalty is 
even remotely suspected. TTiey 
will no longer tolerate treach­
ery, or even the suspicion of it, 
on their own team.

Now follows the sergeant’s 
story of

BATAAN 
When Buck Logan joined our 

camp
There was something in his 

stamp
That made us non-coms rate 

him as no punk;
He was mostly in the clink,
Or at dishes in the sink.

For sockin’ guys, or maybe 
getting drunk.

At the drills he was alright.
And he seemed to take delight 

In his workouts with the bay­
onet on the bag;

But the hostesses and tea,
And such sociability

As song-fests in the barracks 
made him gag.

“Sarge,” he says to me one 
night,

“If they’re training us to fight 
They’d ought to boot them 

dames the hell downstairs! 
Is this war, or playin’ toys?
Are we soldiers, or small boys? 

They goin’ to tuck us in and 
hear our prayers?”

On his nights in town, they said, 
Where Buck went the lights was 

red.
And the gang he played 

around with was just trash; 
What they drank was mostly gin. 
What they did was mostly sin. 

But even so, he’s paid his way 
—spot cash.

Well, we learned him all we 
could.

And, believe me, he was good 
When me and him shook 

hands and said good-bye; 
He had finished up his hitch 
And was headed for “The 

Ditch,”
At least, tha t’s what he 

thought and so did I.

Now the next time I sees Buck, 
Was in a patch of muck 

In Luzon, where the Japs was 
playin* fate;

I’d been cut off from my bunch. 
And I had a king-size hunch 

I’m due to meet St. Peter at 
the gate.

Then Buck barged in with his 
squad,

And the way he fought, by God! 
Was somethin’ that no feller 

learns in camp—

It waa not a piratily 
Ia that iMfy, I ^ t ,

Btit at thlt job «f tlaughtar. 
Buck was champ.

He’s annexed a looey’s sword. 
From a Nip that he’d Just bored, 

And, like you know, those 
blades is razor-keen;

He Just swung, and mowed 
them Japs,

Heads and arms fell In their 
laps. ,

Till all about was red, in> 
stead of green.

Well, we sent our wounded 
rear.

And Buck says “Hi, Sarge, I 
fear

That this here spot’s one lotuiy 
health resort . . .

Where’s them hostesses and tea 
And that training la-de-dee?

I reckon they don’t fit in this 
here sport.”

We was restin’ on our knees, 
Keepin’ hid behind some trees,

And all Buck talks of is a gal 
he’s found,

“She’s the island’s cutest tart. 
Some shape, Sarge, and what a 

heart!
She’s all mine, and she suits 

me to the ground.”

Then the Japs renewed their 
charge,

And that Jungle, by and large.
Became one bloody ooze of 

Just plain hell.
It was mostly all cold steel. 
Toe to toe, and heel to heel;

Guys dyin’ all around us 
where they fell.

When it’s over, just by luck.
In a heap I spots old Buck 

With a lotta mangled Japs 
for company;

I can see he’s goin’ fast,
But he grins and says at last, 

“Them bastards done THEIR 
duty—same as me.

“If you make it, Bataan way,” 
He struggled on to say,
“Give Nita,” and he whispered 

her address,
“The dough that’s in my pocket. 
My watch, so she can hock It, 

I promised the poor kid a 
swell red dress.”

With the end not far away.
You might think he’d want to 

pray.
But what, instead, he asked 

for was a snort.
I’d a flask upon my hip,
So I give him quite a nip, 

“Thanks, Sarge,” Buck says, 
“You’re not a half bad sort.”

There he lay with shattered 
hips.

With the froth upon his lips. 
Yet smoked a cigafet wiiile 

spittin’ blood . . .
Then he muttered with a frown, 
“Will they let MacArthur 

down?”
And, dead, he rolled face over 

in the mud.

When Buck asked with dying 
frown

“Will they let MacArthur 
down?”

He meant ALL Yankees fight­
ing in that fray.

But few combat vets expect 
More than speeches, and ne­

glect.
From politicians . . . safely 

far away.
