A final paym ent of about $2.500 clear­
ing the Greenwood B aptist church,
Seventh avenue and S ixth street,
Brooklyn, of a mortgage obligation of 
more th an  30 years’ standing will be 
made this w'eek, according to an  a n ­
nouncem ent Sunday morning a t the 
regular service by the pastor, Rev. Dr. 

ki Francis W. O ’Brien. Dr. O 'Brien was 
for m any years an energetic pastor of 
B ath  and founded People’s church 
which w'as built for him  and where he 
m inistered for some time, finally leav­
ing for a field in M assachusetts before 
accepting a call to Brooklyn where he 
has rem ained since 1916. The New 
York Times carried the  following his­
toric sketch of Dr. O’B rien’s church on 
Monday:

Three edifices have been used since 
the organizing of the congregation in 
1858. In addition, a building has housed 
Sunday school classes. The congrega­
tion withstood a w ithdrawal of about 
400 members, who started  another 
church and years afterw ard returned 
to Greenwood: hardships incurred d u r­
ing the Civil W ar and the resu ltan t de­
pression. The work was m aintained by 
women, while m en of the congregation 
were serving as soldiers in the cam ­
paigns of the early Sixties.

The first assemblies were above a 
harness shop in Mechanics Hall, in 
Third Avenue. The first edifice, erect­
ed in Seventeenth Street, near Fourth 

j Avenue, is now used by a Greek con- 
I gregation. The form er Sunday school 
.building near by is used by an  Arm en­
ian church.

The second edifice, built near the site 
of the former Calvary B aptist Church, 

i which was established in 1889 a t Four- 
I toenth  S treet and Fourth Avenue by the 
1 withdrawing members, was blown down 
in a gale. The Calvary building was 
abandoned about two years ago and is 
held in trust by the B aptist C hurch Ex­
tension Society of Brooklyn and Queens.
I t serves as a house of worship for a 
B aptist Spanish mission, the Pan-A m er­
ican Church.

Calvary was one of four churches de­
veloped as Greenwood missions. The 
other churches are Grace. Sixth Ave­
nue and F ifty -th ird  S treet; Memorial,
E ighth Avenue and S ixteenth Street, 
and Prospect Park Church, East Fourth 
S treet and Avenue C.

Greenwood Church was a mission of 
the Strong Place Church. Dr. O’Brien 

• was appointed as the eighth pastor in 
■ November, 1916. The congregayon had 
shouldered the responsibility of $42,500 

- and an  Indebtedness to a denom lnation- 
^al board of flO.OOO. A previous detrt of ‘ Obtics
