MISS BESSIE DICKINSON 
LEAVES TO. RESIDE IN 

MARINER’S FAMILY HOME
Had S««i Many Exciting Days 

At Sea On H er Father’s 
Ship

■■■■
The last of a well known 

Phippsburg and Bath ^afaring 
family, MLss Bessie E. Dickin­
son, who has been residing at 
739 High street, left Monday for 
Staten Island, N. Y., where she 
will make her home at the Mar­
iners’ Family Home. She was 
accompanied to New York by 
Rev. Richard J. Schaper, pastor 
of the Winter Street Congrega­
tional church, and Mrs. Schaper.

Miss Dickinson has the repu­
tation of being a good sailor, 
having made many voyages with 
her father, the late Capt. Wiley 
R. Dickinson of Phippsburg, 
aboard the big sailing ships Rap­
pahannock built in Bath, and 
the Aryan, the last wooden 
square rigger built in America 
and launched in 1893 from the 
C, V. Minott yard in Phipps­
burg, which was close to the 
Dickinson home.

A few weeks ago the Inde­
pendent ran a Christmas story, 
told by Miss Dickinson, which 
set forth experiences of family 
when Rappahannock was de­
stroyed by fire in 1891 on Juan 
Fernandez, Robinson Crusoe’s Is­
land. It was most interestingly 
portrayed by her and after that 
she was invited to give stories 
before several of the Bath lodges 
and societies, which she kindly 
did. Her late sister. Miss Grace 
Dickinson was a member of the 
family during that terrifying ex­
perience. The Island was known 
to be inhabited by natives, and 
whether they were friendly or of 
cannabalistlc nature was a mat­
ter of conjecture of the family 
during the first trying hours of 
shipwreck.

Miss Dickinson and her late 
sister were proprietors of Ridin’ 
Light Lodge at their home on 
High street, which was taken 
over by the State when the new 
Highway No. 1 was put through. 
The house was moved across the 
street, where the sisters resided 
imtil after the death of Miss 
Grace Dickinson.

Miss Dickinson is a member 
of the Phippsburg Congrega­
tional church, where during the 
years she lived in that town, she 
was active in its many branches. 
Aft removing to Bath she at­
tended the Winter street Con­
gregational church.

Miss Dickinson for many 
years wrote the Phippsburg 
news for the Times and Indepen­
dent. She has written much on 
the history of the town of 
Phippsburg, and many stories 
on the Cape Horn ships. She 
plans to continue on this latter 
subject in her new home where 
^ e  will have ample time for re­
search.

She has been prominent in 
Sagadahoc County Republican 
work, having served on local, 
county and state committees.

Her many Bath friends hope 
she’ ^11 be very happy in her 
new 'surroundings.
