F o r 
the pas t 20 years he had been en­
g a g e d in bus iness in K a n s a s City. 
H e w a s a t the head of one of the 
pa in t and oil houses in that ci ty and 
w a s an influential and p rominen t 
citizen. He was aged 44 yea r s . L a s t 
s u m m e r he pa s sed several w e e k s a t 
h i s old home in this city, c o m i n g 
e a s t to meet Mrs . Sewall and his 
daugh t e r on their return from a tr ip 
a b r o a d .
