An accomplished organist. Dr. 
Swi«her says, "the organs built 
and installed In our churches 50 
y e3 rs ago had a thick, dull and 
‘tubby’ tone, not all of them, to 
bo sure, but enough so that the 
generalization holds. The old- 
fashioned church organ had 
queer, hollow-toned diapasons 
that sounded like a fog whistle, 
a ferry boat crossing the river, 
or the wind blowing across the 
chimney. Reed stops were 
harsh, flute tones were heavy!

“The wind was supplied to 
these old organs by a weighted 
bellows that belonged in a 
blacksmith shop rather than in 
the church. Wind pressures 
were variable to that when the 
full organ was played, the in­
strument gave various grunts 
and groans. It is said that in 
one old church in the West 
there was a sign on the organ, 
‘don’t shoot the organist, he is 
doing the best he can with the 
blasted thing.’ The action was 
mechanical and it took great 
physical strength to play the old

"The modern organ consists 
of many voices of great reflne- 
ment of tone. 'The builder voices 
the instrum ent for beauty of 
tone as well as power. These 
many voices are not strictly Im­
itative—an organ is not an or­
chestra. These arc voices that 
l>elong to the organ and to it 
slone—beautiful reed and string 
tones, refined flutes, silvery dia­
pasons.

"Many organists today do not 
sit directly under the big front 
pipes of the organ, but at a sep­
arate console set at some dis­
tance so that he gets the effect 
of the sound as do the hearers 
in the church. The action on a 
modern console is as easy as a 
good grand piano.

"The two-manual organ In the 
Winter Street church represents 
the latest word in modern or­
gan building, voiced for reftne- 
ment and beauty of tone.

“The builders of this organ,” 
Dr. Swisher says. "The Andover 
Organ Co. of Methuen. Mass.. 
regard this as an im portant 
commission and put forth the 
extra effort to make this the best 
organ possible to build.”

The "Informal Recital of Mu­
sic You Love to Hear.” that Dr. 
Swisher will present Sunday 
evening is designed to show the 
full beauty as well as the range 
of power of this organ. Its pur­
pose is not to show the organ­
ist’s great technical skill a t the 
console, but through the me­
dium of various fam iliar and 
well-loved compositions. to 
bring l>eautiful music to the 
people who attend the recital. 
He is an experienced organist, 
who has himself drawn the 
specifications of several large 
organs. He believes that in these 
troubled and anxious times, the 
church is the place where we 
find peace of mind and rest for 
the soul.
