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Four Portland Couples To Represent Jewish Reservation Deadline Dec. 20
Federation At National Conference Dec. 8-10

At the General Assembly of the 
Council of Jewish Federations and 
Welfare Funds held in Cleveland, 
Ohio on November 16-18, I. Joel 
Abromson, delegate from the Jew­
ish Federation of Portland, was the 
recipient of the 25-year member­
ship award in that organization. 
The citation read as follows:

The Council of Jewish Federations 
and Welfare Funds 

honors the
Jewish Federation of Portland, Me. 

for 25 years
of distinguished leadership

and service to the community, the 
nation, and mankind—fulfilling the 
highest aspirations of our religious 

and democratic traditions.

The 26th Ceneral Assembly of 
the Council of Jewish Federations 
and Welfare Funds, representing 
more than 200 Jewish communities, 
called on the United States Gov­
ernment to “continue to work for 
policies which would bring Arabs 
and Israelis face-to-face at the 
peace table” for solution of the 
conflict in the Middle East.

In a resolution unanimously a- 
dopted, the Assembly declared that 
“until peace is achieved, and to meet 
the new threat brought about by 
the rearming of the Arab states, it 
is crucial that Israel be enabled to 
maintain its capacity to uphold the 
peace and to deter further aggres­
sion, and we therefore urge the 
United States Government to con­
tinue to take such steps as will help 
make possible this essential de­
terment.”

Four Portland couples will rep­
resent the Jewish Federation of 
Portland at the National Conference 
of the United Jewish Appeal, De­
cember 8-10 in New York.
