� “Summons”: “Qōl qōrae” (Hebrew). From Isaiah 40:3: “Qōl qōrae ba-Midbar” (“a voice proclaims in the wilderness”).  One might speculate whether some messianic or Zionist context is implied.  But it is not uncommon in Talmudic and Rabbinical literature.  For that matter, it also resonates in Galatians I.  I clearly echoes the sensibilities and rhetoric of staunch enthusiasts of the war .  The Yiddish here is not very idiomatic, quite possibly from the incredible pen of Wise.  


� Gekroynt mit Pracht un Glanz.  “Gekroynt” = S’kruchen (“shiver, thrill”).  Vulgarly, gekroynt = “crowned”: thus, “crowned with Pracht (“splendor”) and Glanz (“polish”, “shine”).  


� Muchan u-mizuman.  Another Hebraism, to particularly appeal to traditionalists.  It is part of the meditation before phylacteries are lain.  


� Ani l-Dodi w-Dodi li.  Another Biblical Hebraism (Canticles 6:3).  


� Minkhag Yisrael Torah.  Another Hebraism, to particularly appeal to traditionalists.  It seems a bit awkward and unclear .   But catchy to most of the audience.
