Lelyveld Addresses

B’nai Brith Conference

Arthur Lelyveld, National
Director of the Hillel Found-
ations, addressed the North-
eastern New England Coun-
cil of B'nai Brith at its Fali
conference on November 6th,
1949, at the Windsor Hotel
in Bangor.

Tracing the history
Brith throughout its long exist-
ence, he brought out the facts
that it was “an organization for
all Jews and not for the few”. lle

stressed the B'nai Brith motto of
“Knock on Every Jewish Door”
for means of enlarging the mem-
bership of that organization.

He pointed ou that the real
purpose of Hillel was to teach
1he youth of our nation to preserve
the 3000 years of history and cul-
ture which have been passed down
to them by succeeding genera-
tions.

“To teach and to thing are the
watchwords of the wisdom that is
Tsrael”, Lelyveld said; “and that
teaching and thinking are the aims
of Hillel in the colleges and uni-
versities of the United States.
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Memorial Library
Established At Maine

of Robert M. Cooper. Mr. Cooper
was the father of Mrs. Martin Can-
tor of Bangor, President of
District I chapters of B'nai Brita
and long a faithfui friend of Hillei
units everywhere.

Since this action decided
upon, the Executive Board has re-
ceived $75 in donations from peo-
vle, in this state and out, who
want to help build this iibrary
Books will be purchased which are
relative in content to Judaism's
piace in the modern world.
